We
always use local tradesmen to undertake work on the park and employ one
permanent member of staff.

We are a small family business and would struggle to cope with more regulation. We
follow the terms of our site licence faithfully, requesting home addresses from our
holiday customers and locking the gates during our closure period.

| ask please that you ensure my park business is not placed at competitive
disadvantage, jeopardising the direct and indirect employment we sustain.
